The Manitoba Legislative Assembly Internship Program is open to six
Manitoba students in a degree program in any discipline at a Manitoba
university and to permanent Manitoba residents studying outside the
province. Students must have completed their degree by September 2026.

bi-weekly salary of $1,995.93 (before deductions)

a study trip to Westminster or a study visit to two Canadian jurisdictions,
as decided by each cohort of Interns

seminars with Manitoba business, political, and non-profit sector leaders
completing an academic paper on a Manitoba public policy issue
